Ride Guide to Save Your H
ide

 

 Ride Guide to Save your Hide ï ñRider Downò 

 

This is our 5th article in a series that puts a different twist on Ride Education articles. We have outlined 

a scenario intended to make you think about possible ways to handle situations. This month letôs look at 

a situation we hope we are never in, but should be prepared for at all times. 

You are leading a weekend ride with the chapter.  There are 15 bikes in 3 groups.  The  morning of de-

parture you meet with the 2 other group leaders and tail gunners.  You provide the group leaders and 

tail gunners with the route, directions, and the scheduled break/stop information.  The planned route 

takes scenic back roads to the Hill Country, where the group will be staying the night.  You notice that it 

is getting late and that you will be arriving at the hotel later than originally planned, when you hear your 

Group 1 Tail gunner call out - "RIDER DOWN".  What is your next course of action?   

¶ Group 1 Tail gunner is responsible for the accident scene and the rider, this may include:  

¶ Assessing the situation and requesting additional assistance from group 1 or the group com-

ing up from behind if more than the predetermined assignments are necessary. 

¶ Assessing the rider - do they need immediate medical attention from professionals.  If so have 

designated person call 911. 

¶ Administering first aid, if trained to do so. 

¶ Securing the accident scene to prevent further incidents. 

¶ Securing the rider's motorcycle 

¶ Communicating with the group, the authorities and other vehicles 

Group 1 leader is responsible for getting the rest of the group to a safe place to pull off the road and not 

create additional hazard at the scene.

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Some things to think about: 

While your immediate thought may be to stop and help, your first and primary re-

sponsibility is to ensure that the rest of your Group is safe.  If there is no shoulder or 

driveways to pull off the road this may mean leading them to the next town.  You 

need to communicate with the other groups, to ensure they do not put themselves in 

harmôs way. 

 

Before the ride, establish an "In Case of Emergency" Plan with your group leaders 

and tail gunners. 

 - Who will call or go for help? 

 - Who will assist in securing the accident scene? 

 - Who will remove dangerous items from the roadway? 

 

There are a variety of Accident Scene Management classes available and we highly 

recommend you look into attending one at an upcoming convention, if offered, or 

taking advantage of other courses available outside of GWRRA.  If you would like 

additional information please feel free to contact us at any time.
